WHEREAS, Asian/Pacific American Heritage Month is a month to celebrate and pay tribute to the contributions 

generations of Asian/Pacific Americans have made to American history, society and culture, 
 
WHEREAS, Asian/Pacific Americans have contributed significantly in United States history through their 
contributions in sciences, arts, government and commerce 
 
WHEREAS, Asian/Pacific American Heritage Month was chosen to commemorate the immigration of the first 
Japanese to the United States on May 7, 1843, and to mark the anniversary of the completion of the 
transcontinental railroad on May 10, 1869. The majority of the workers who laid the tracks were Chinese 
immigrants. 
 
WHEREAS, the Board of Education recognizes that each student needs an opportunity to understand the 
common humanity underlying all people; to develop pride in his or her own identity and heritage; and to 
understand, respect, and accept the identity and heritage of others; and,
